The fundamentals of granting the new Lebanese passport (Model 2003)
Documents to present in order to obtain the new passport (Model 2003) for adults
a-To fill an application form, this can be got from the mayor.
b-To present the new Lebanese identification Card (ID card) is carrying a photograph and a copy of it of size A4, or a registry certificate not older than 3 months carrying a photograph and a copy of it of size A4.
c-One recent, colored photograph, showing all the face, with a white background, not a copy of a previous photo, which dimensions should be 4.3 * 3.5 cm and being certified by the mayor’s  seal and signature after writing the name of the concerned person, his registry number & address. 
d-To present the old passport, if there is any, where this old passport will not be considered enough to obtain the new one. So all above-mentioned conditions must be fulfilled.
e-To pay the legally decided fees.(L.L.60.000 for one year  –  L.L.300.000 for 5 years). 
 
Note:  The Lebanese delegations aboard do not grant the new passport (model2003) to a Lebanese person living aboard, but they renew the old one or grant a passport of the old model
 
Directions for filling the application form of a Lebanese passport of the new model of year 2003
1. The presence of the concerned person
Every Lebanese citizen demanding passport should go personally to the regional office that his register belongs to, that is after filling the application form for the passport and certifying it by the mayor of his city, except for minors whose parents should present the application in their children’s presence before the mayor.
2. The exemption from being present
-    Disabled and permanently ill person (whether they are at home or at hospital) are exempted from being present personally. That is upon a written request presented by the concerned person, a relative or the administration of the regional office or department with a medical report enclosed under the liability of the doctor of the hospital. Then the request is handed to the general director to decide upon.
-    In case of the approval of the general security director, the head of the regional department sends two officers from the office where the request was presented to take the imprints of the concerned person so that the application is completed.
-    The regional office should grant the passport to the concerned person when it is complete.
3. Filling the application of the passport 
The application is to be filled by the concerned person and according to the notifications written on it. A functionary at the general security regional office may help when asked to. 
-    The part concerning the requesting person
a-  The requesting person has to fill completely the specified fields in a ball-point blue pen or by a typewriter in a legible writing without any diminution, in both Arabic and English/French languages, The documents are enclosed by an ATTACHE without bending or doubling them or else a new demand is to be formed.
b-   An application that has been certified by the mayor is not accepted after a month from the certification.
c-   As for mentioning the status of a female, whether she is single, married, divorced or widowed, it is obligatory to mention her status only if there is children accompanying her.
d-   As for minors, the specified fields are to be filled by their parents, the custodian or the attorney-at-law who holds an explicit attorney ship and they sign before the mayor.
-    The part concerning the mayor’s job
a-  The mayor has to verify the authenticity of the documents, as well as matching data in both, documents and the application form.
b-  The mayor has to certify, sign and seal the photograph of the requesting person after mentioning the name of the person, the number of the registry certificate and address, without sticking it to the application.
c-  The mayor has to fill the specified fields to mention personal information about witnesses without the need to enclose copied of their personal documents, then to make them sign. (He could take their imprints if not able to write).
The mayor has to verify and certificate the authenticity of the information written on the application, and then to write his name, sign and seal it.
